CRUISE 

Dubrovnik takes the 10th place in the 2008 table of the world's busiest ports of call (according to number of transit passengers who use another port as homeport), as well as the 3rd place among Mediterranean ports, following Naples and Livorno.
· We are expecting to get cca 850 000,00 passengers in 2009 ( 627 calls)
In compare with 2008 is about + 2% Passengers growth

· In 2010. we expect  640 cruise calls and 920 000 passengers. In compare with 2009 it is       +7 % calls and passengers growth.
· First cruise call this year was on 18th March 09 ( m/b empress) and the last call will be 29th December 2009 ( m/b Artemis)

· First cruise call in 2010 is on 01st January and the last one 26th Dec 2010.

WINTER PERIOD

·  We are due to receive cruise calls during winter period.
-  33 calls last year in winter period ( Nov 08-Mar 09)

· This winter we expect 40 calls ( Nov 09-Mar 2010). It is 20 % growth in compared to winter period2008/2009
Winter cruise business is also on the rise with 40 ships booked to visit between November 2009 and March 2010. This compares with 33 calls in the same period 12months ago.
PROJECTS

At the moment, Dubrovnik Port Authority is reconstructing and rebuilding port infrastructure - infrastructure modernization project. 

First phase - development of the quays at gruž harbour; new 300 m  is finished in december 2009.On the 10th of December 2009 the reconstruction and development of operative quay in Gruž port has been completed. 

Today the existing passenger port of Dubrovnik primarily serves for accommodation of passenger cruise ships and local ship and ferry traffic. It consists of 88.000 square meters of land operative area with the quay line of 1.220 meters in length. It is divided in ten berths (from berth 7 to berth 16) and the accompanying aquatorium which comprises two thirds of Gruž bay total area. 

The new quayline is built on 607 concrete piles – pilots.

Second phase - construction of suprastructure ( passenger terminal,multipurposse center- congress and trade center, leisure and entertainment facilities, parking place...) starts 2010 and is planed to be finished 2012.

In 2010 we plan to work intensely on the preparation of infrastructure project for Batahovina II area, which is preceded by Batahovina I, which will attempt to activate the port area trafically and economically outside of Gruž bay.

EXCURSIONS

The most popular excursion taken from our port is Old Walled City (Dubrovnik Panorama and Sightseeing) and country side excursions.

This tour shows the finest sites of the Old Walled City as well as gives an opportunity to view it from above at the spectacular panoramic spot. Tourists can visit the Franciscan Monastery with Europe's oldest pharmacy and the Rector's Palace which once used to be the seat of the government in the Dubrovnik Republic. The walk  leads  through the streets of the Old Town, where tourists can see other splendid buildings such as Onofrio's Fountain, St. Blaise's Church, Sponza Palace.  This tour reveals why Dubrovnik is often referred to as the «Pearl of the Adriatic».
