INVITATION FOR PREQUALIFICATION
reconstruction and Extension of quay structure – batahovina I

This Invitation for Prequalification follows the General Procurement Notice for this project which was published in Procurement Opportunities, Nov 7th 2008.

Dubrovnik Port Authority, (the Employer) intends applying the proceeds of a loan from the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development [the Bank] towards the cost of the project “Passenger Port Dubrovnik: Reconstruction and Extension of Quay Structure – Batahovina I.

The Employer intends prequalifying firms and joint ventures to tender for the following contract(s) to be funded from part of the proceeds of the loan.

The present Passenger Port of Dubrovnik is situated on the northeast side of Gruž bay, its main function being accommodating passenger ships and local ferry traffic. The Port of Dubrovnik spreads over 120.000 m2 of operative area, with 1.219,75 metres of operative quay and 10 berths (berths 7 – 16), including contiguous port area, which makes two thirds of total Gruž bay territory. 

Besides accepting the vessels in local ferry traffic, coastal navigation, yachts, special purpose ships, it accommodates the large number of cruise ships and passengers that are visiting Dubrovnik. Cruise traffic has had a progressive trend over the period of the past few years and it classifies Dubrovnik among the top European cruise destinations.

To provide enough capacity for steadily growing traffic in the port, the project of reconstruction and rehabilitation of the operative quay has been started. The first phase of the project, comprising berths 10 – 16, intended mainly for cruise ships, is presently being carried out, and is expected to be finished by the end of 2009. 

The second phase of the infrastructure project is Reconstruction and Extension of Quay structure, for which DPA procures works under this tendering procedure. 

Quay line rehabilitation at berth 17 includes building of a new operative quay in length of 187 m where the ferry traffic will be relocated. New operative quay consists of a pile deck built on reinforced pile structure with scour protection. Presently berth 17 is without any quay furniture.

Total envisaged completion time for works in the scope reconstruction and Extension of Quay structure – Batahovina I: 12 months

Prequalification and tendering for contracts to be financed with the proceeds of a loan from the Bank is open to firms and joint ventures of firms from any country.

Prequalification documents may be obtained from the address below upon payment of a non-refundable fee of EURO 200 or equivalent in a convertible currency. 

The payments will be through direct transfer accounts of Dubrovnik Port Authority.
